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Paediatric Trauma Moulage

Instructions to candidate
You are the Emergency Medicine registrar on duty when the senior nurse tells you that a 4 yr old boy is being brought as a priority call having been hit by a car. The child has suffered obvious head and trunk injuries and is reported to be unconscious though still breathing spontaneously.  

You prepare by mentally performing the appropriate calculations for a child of this age. Once in the resuscitation department you find the child is in the paediatric bay but that you are the only medic currently available to manage the patient, though the paediatric senior sister is present to help you. 
Task:
· In the first minute of the OSCE please indicate your calculations on the whiteboard provided.
· Proceed to manage the child according to APLS Guidelines.
